HOPE Center serves ALL of
Rice County

In 2010:

Our Domestic Violence program we served 528 adults (primarily
women) and 63 children.

Our Sexual Assault Program we served 70 primary victims and 59
secondary victims (friends and family members who sought support).

581 individual victims were given information and 355 victims were

provided legal advocacy.

Through our Safehome program we provided 153 days of shelter.
The Safeline provided assistance to 1038 callers this past year.
Last year we provided 97 presentations to the community.

We had over 79 volunteers donate 8,507 hours to further our mission
to end violence.
